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Abstract

The present study was carried out to collect, identify and determine medical plants
dispersion in the Gilan province during 2001-2006. This study.was carried out to identify tree
and shrub species and herbaceous plants in the Gilan. For thes purpose at first the floristic list of
Gilan was prepared, then lirerature review of the plants parameters were used for
indemnification of the plants. In this study, 342 species,229 genuses belonging to 95 familities
were distinguished. These results showed 24 species belonged to Rosaceae, 23 species to
Labiatae, 19 species to Compositae and the others belonged to other plant families.
