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Abstract

Background and Aim: Reading skill is one of the most important nedessiof students' learning in
everyday life. This skill is referred to the alyliof comprehension, comment and conclusion from
texts and receiving the meaning of the massagehwhicomposed. Educational development in any
student has a direct relation with the abilityloé tomprehension. This study is designed to inyatsti
the effects of hearing loss on reading comprehensgiohearing-impaired students compared to
normal-hearing ones.

Methods: Seventeen hearing-impaired students inydar of primary exceptional schools in Karaj,
Robatkarim and Shahriyar, Iran, were enrolled ia @noss-sectional study. Seventeemmal-hearing
students were randomly selected from ordinary dshnext to exceptional ones as control group.
They were compared for different levels of readamgnprehension using the international standard
booklet (PIRLS 2001).

Results: There was a significant difference in performabetween hearing-impaired and normal-
hearing students in different levels of reading poghension (p<0.05).

Conclusion: Hearing loss has negative effects on differenele\of reading comprehension, so in
exceptional centers, reconsideration in educatigriahning in order to direct education from
memorizing to comprehension and deeper layersaphieg seems necessary.
