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Critical review of psychometric properties in research
questionnaires

Abstract

Background: Research is the basis of decision-making in nursing care. Research in
nursing as other sciences is conducted with different designs and instruments. Each
research tool has its specific characteristics.

Purpose: The aim of this study was to assess psychometric properties of questionnaires
in published nursing articles.

Methods: In this study, the articles published in/Journal of Advanced Nursing in Y+
were analyzed.

Results: Findings showed that in only 'Y of YY1 articles, questionnaires were designed
according to instrument development process-and psychometric properties. Authors
of most articles did not provide any guidance or comment regarding the process.

Conclusion: Testing validity and reliability of questionnaires requires experience. Nurses
should involve experts to include the process of psychometric properties in devising
their questionnaires. In addition, more space is needed to publish newly developed
instruments.
